Most people prefer the 

mornings, before the busy day begins, others like me find the evenings are the most 

appropriate time.

Not to love the world means the world’s system which is governed by the evil forces of the 

Devil and his demons. To do God’s will you need to change the way you think. Before your 

salvation you did not love the things of God, but now you are a child of God you have the 

Holy Spirit. The in dwelt Spirit will  convict you of sin, righteousness and judgement. As you 

grow in the grace of God you will start to love that which God loves and begin to hate that 

which God hates, namely your own sin. 

 

When God is in control of your life, He will show you the right way to live. You must trust in 

God and conform to His way and not your way (Isaiah 55:8). The Word of God will be your 

path to holiness and the reading of His Word will be the light for your path (Psalm 119:105 

and 2 Timothy 3:16).
